Previous Meeting Minutes –  Motion was made and seconded to approve and file the Minutes of the November 18, 2025 Operating Committee Meeting.

FOTQG Report –  Tom Doyle read the report on behalf of Ann Bettinger

Updates – continue to manage expenses
Maintaining active rental schedule
FOTQG and DCFD are actively negotiating the new lease agreement and believe close to finalizing the agreement.

Training or maintenance – Chief indicates nothing big will be happening
Landscaping/planting is still ongoing.
Attic cleanup was cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances and will be rescheduled in 2026
