Treasurer’s Report – Bob Delaney gave the following report: 
 
The expenses are tracking well against the budget and the rates are good. 
$600,000.00 ready for truck – expected June 24th
Everything is going as planned.
Take $500.00 from Miscellaneous Account – to be used for the awards banquet.  This is in appreciation for the extra work done during the snow storm events.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the use of $500.00 from the Miscellaneous Account towards the Annual Banquet on Saturday, April 11, 2026 at Venice Restaurant.

Tax Assessors/Collector’s Report – Rosalind Choquette, Tax Assessor 

Collections have been coming in steadily and slowly.

The total collection for (June – February) $975.347.28 which is 96.22%

Tax Collector will be out of the office for a few weeks on family leave but will continue to answer emails and phone calls during that time.


Chief’s Report –  

44 call total – software issues going on cannot break down for this month
Completed the selection process for hiring a new fire fighter – made final selection – Ava Bridge is the new hire.
Engine 4 – out of service – annual testing
Had crews at both stations during the blizzard.  Backup generators worked
Car 1 had some minor damage due to ice.
Boiler issue at Station 2 has been fixed.

Bob Delaney asked about chaise bill.  Nothing has been received yet.
Moderator asked when new hire would be available to meet.  Chief states she is coming to next meeting.
Bob Delaney asked if any equipment is needed for snow removal to be added to the budget.


A motion was made and seconded  and in favor to approve the hiring of Ava Bridge with an effective date retro active to March 9, 2026.

A motion was made and seconded to approve all reports that were given.
